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Endangered Earth Worksheet KS2-3

1) What does endangered mean? Endangered means exposed to danger or threatened with harm. 

2) Name two animals or plants that are endangered. (There’s loads, panda, tiger, rhino, gorilla, etc...)

3) What does extinct mean? Extinct means none left, the species no longer exists.

4) Name two animals or planets that have become extinct. Dodo, Mammoth, Tasmanian wolf, Great Auk, etc...

5) Name two types of natural disasters that could cause harm to living things.  Volcanoes & earthquakes.

6) Name three ways humans are causing harm to the planet. Deforestation, over clearing of hedgerows, over mining, pollution, housing, hunting, tipping etc...

7) What is the main cause of global warming?  The largest contributing source of greenhouse gas is the burning of fossil fuels leading to the emission of carbon dioxide. 

8) Why are plastics such a problem for living things?  Everyday items such as plastic bottles, toothbrushes, plastic bags, etc. seem so harmless. But these items and others composed of plastic do not break down for tens to hundreds of years. They either persist in landfills or are eventually washed into the waterways and the ocean. In the ocean, plastics either remain in whole pieces or are broken down into tiny pellets. Ocean currents and storms carry these plastic items far out to sea or where they accumulate in gyres (large areas with water moving in a vortex pattern) or even wash up on remote islands. Tiny filter-feeding animals often ingest the plastic pellets. Larger animals, such as sea turtles and sea birds, mistake the larger plastic pieces for food, or prey on these smaller animals so that the plastic particles travel up the food chain. This can lead to internal damage, infertility, sterilisation and even death. 

9) What is acid rain? Acid rain containing acids that form in the atmosphere when industrial gas emissions (especially sulphur dioxide and nitrogen oxides) combine with water. When this water, falls onto the earth it can harm plants and animals due to the high acid content.

10) Why are animals hunted? Animals can be hunted for sport, food, medicines, furs, ivory, the pet trade etc...

11) What is deforestation? Deforestation is the process of destroying a forest and replacing it with something else, especially by an agricultural system.

12) What harm is done by deforestation? Deforestation causes loss of for bio-diversity, potential medicines, improved environmental quality, and climate mitigation. Animals and other plants lose their habitats and can become endangered/extinct.

13) Name two ways you can help look after the planet and its living things. Recycle, forest sustainability, create wildlife gardens and protect wildlife areas. Share lifts to school, don’t litter, etc...
